Laureate Award 

The Laureate Award is designed to honor those Fellows and Masters of the College who have demonstrated, by 
their example and conduct, an abiding commitment to excellence in medical care, education, research, and service 
to their community, their chapter, and the ACP. Past awardees are found on our chapter website and new 
awardees are invited to join the chapter delegation during convocation at the national Internal Medicine meeting. 

Community Service & Volunteerism Award 

The Community Service & Volunteerism Award was developed to recognize the work of members who are 
involved in volunteerism and community service activities. Volunteerism and service, like a commitment to 
continuing education, are established traditions for internists and are so important to our professional community. 

Excellence in Teaching Award 

The award recognizes a member of the College who has demonstrated the qualities of a great teacher as judged by 
the acclaim and accomplishments of former students and who have been inspired and peers who hold them in 
their highest esteem. 

Community-Based Physician Mentor Award 

This award recognizes an exceptional community preceptor who has demonstrated a commitment to the 
mentoring of medical students and/or residents outside of major teaching centers. Masters, Fellows, and Members 
are eligible for this award. 



Early Career Physician Leadership Award 

This award recognizes an ACP member within 16 years of graduating from medical school who demonstrates 
notable contributions to the field of Internal Medicine through excellence in leadership, education, mentoring, 
scholarship, and/or volunteerism.
