ACP’s primary goal is to assure that ABIM acts to make the MOC process more relevant, efficient, 

valuable, and affordable for internal medicine specialists and subspecialists. We believe that the 

finances of a certifying organization should be transparent, and we strongly advocate for that.   ACP’s 

priority, however, is improving the process by which physicians demonstrate ongoing competence.  We 

are keeping our eyes on that ultimate goal, and we believe that getting involved with evaluating ABIM’s 

finances diverts us from, and makes us less likely to achieve that goal.
